The income-eligibility guidelines are set at 60% of the State’s Median income level.  This threshold has been selected by New York in accordance with federal HEAP regulations (Public Law 97-35, Sec. 2605(b)(2)(B) and 10 CFR Part 4440.22(3).  Under these criteria, more than 3.5 million persons that reside in 1.5 million homes are eligible for WAP services.  Income eligibility threshold include the following:
